LEGAL CUSTODY 

1. JOINT LEGAL CUSTODY of the minor child(ren) shall be shared by both parents.  In exercising joint legal custody, the parents
shall share in the responsibility and confer in good faith on major decisions concerning the health, education and welfare of the minor

(home and work) the child(ren)’s school and the location of any place where the children with be spending any extended period of 
time of four days or more.  Neither parent shall use such information for the purpose of harassing or annoying the other in any way, 
and each shall be specifically restrained and enjoined from disturbing the other’s peace or invading the other’s privacy by any means 
whatsoever.  

6. Each parent shall have access to the child(ren)’s school, medical and dental records.
7. Each parent shall be designated as a person the child(ren)’s school is to contact in the event of an emergency; changes in schools

shall be by written mutual agreement in advance if parents share legal custody.
